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Message from the Chair
Secretary of Transportation Douglas MacDonald has appointed two new members to the Transportation Improvement Board. Island County Commissioner Michael Shelton succeeds Walla Walla County Commissioner Pam Ray who resigned in November 2001. Commissioner Shelton served as the President of the Washington State Association of Counties in 2000-2001 and brings valuable statewide knowledge of county issues to the TIB. The Board greatly appreciates Commissioner Ray for her years of dedicated service to the state transportation system.
Spokane City Council President Rob Higgins replaced Lynnwood Mayor Tina Roberts-Martinez, past Chair of the TIB, who resigned on leaving public office. Council President Higgins served as a Washington State Transportation Commissioner in 1991-1993 and brings outstanding knowledge of state transportation issues to the Board. The Board recognized and thanked Mayor Roberts-Martinez at its January 2002 meeting in Everett.
The City Public Works Director/Engineer position vacated by Daryl Grigsby had not yet been appointed at time of this writing. Mr. Grigsby resigned the TIB upon leaving as Director of Seattle Transportation to join King County's Department of Natural Resources. Daryl brought insight and humor to the Board and will be very much missed.
The 2002 Legislature continues to toil away on the state's transportation and general fund budget problems. At mid-session, the Governor signed a transportation efficiency bill.  Authorized legislation for regional transportation initiatives awaits a pending conference committee. The TIB's requests for doubled funding to small cities and a new major urban corridors program were not included in the Governor's proposed budget, but continue to be discussed among legislative leaders, the Associations, and the TIB.
The TIB intends to offer a full slate of calls for projects across all programs in 2002, but final program decisions rest on the outcome of the Legislature's transportation budget and the future of the economy. Not surprisingly, gas tax revenue forecasts have dropped in each of the last three quarterly updates. Unfortunately, when transportation projects fail due to the economy, the economy usually emerges as the biggest loser.
The Legislature has not taken up the question of a merger between TIB and WSDOT Highways & Local Programs so the agencies continue to operate independently. The two agencies are jointly pursuing several new cooperative programs, including improved coordination between the TIB small city program and the H&LP pavement preservation program, and a new effort to swap small federal funding amounts with state TIB funds.

Project Selection Criteria Review
The TIB is currently undertaking a review of the project selection criteria. All five funding programs (Arterial Improvement Program, Transportation Partnership Program, Small City Program, and Urban and Small City Pedestrian Safety and Mobility Programs) are included. Initial proposals are being developed by staff, and will be circulated to local agencies for comments from mid-February to mid-March. The local agency comments will be presented to the Board in March, and the final proposals will be presented to the Board in May for adoption. The new criteria will be used to evaluate the FY 2004 applications.
 
We welcome your comments on any or all of the project selection criteria. Assistant Director for Operations Bob Moorhead (360.705.7593 or RobertM@tib.wa.gov) is coordinating the effort.
Federal Funds Swap
In cooperation with WSDOT’s Highways and Local Programs Division, the Federal Highway Administration, the Metropolitan Planning Organizations (MPO’s) and Regional Transportation Planning Organizations (RTPO’s), TIB is working to identify projects with both federal and TIB funding that may be candidates for fund swaps. On many projects, especially in smaller communities, the presence of the federal funds is the only reason that the more complex federal environmental, right-of-way, and/or record keeping requirements may apply. If TIB state funds can replace the federal funds on these projects, the overall costs may be lowered. The replaced federal funds would then be shifted to another project which is already meeting the federal requirements.
 
In order to work, the fund swap needs to be identified and processed prior to any of the federal funds being obligated, or project costs incurred. So far, one funding swap is underway, swapping $25,000 in federal funds on a Mansfield project with a like amount of TIB funds on an East Wenatchee project. Several other projects with dual funding are currently being reviewed and evaluated for the process.

Legislative Update
· The TIB is seeking re-appropriation of existing Transportation Improvement Account (TIA) and Urban Arterial Trust Account (UATA) fund balance. Additional appropriation authority is needed to meet the expected level of grant reimbursements.

· The TIB proposes a new program funded by new TIA revenue to address local projects in excess of $10 million. Local governments currently have great difficulty funding larger projects, yet such projects often offer significant transportation and land use benefits, particularly in urban centers.

· Additional transportation funding for the state's smallest cities and towns. Small jurisdictions do not receive sufficient direct distributions of gas taxes to fund costly transportation projects.

· Funding for the City and County Advanced Right of Way Account. The account allows agencies to purchase right of way in advance of construction.

Right-of-Way Policy
At its January meeting in Everett, the Transportation Improvement Board adopted Right-of-Way Policy 815. The new policy consolidates several right-of-way practices and procedures into a single document for the convenience of our local agencies.
 
Among the existing items incorporated into Policy 815 are those dealing with right-of-way acquisition, eligible costs, and the valuation of donated right-of-way. The issue of excess right-of-way is now addressed for both “economic” and “uneconomic” remnants. The policy also clarifies the point in the project approval process when maximum right-of-way costs eligible for reimbursement by TIB are determined.
 
The new policy will be posted on the TIB web site as soon as it has been approved by our Assistant Attorney General.
