FY 2006 TIB FUNDING WORKSHOPS 
The Transportation Improvement Board will be conducting 22 funding workshops throughout the state in June 2004 for TIB’s FY 2006 funding program. WAC REVISION – PUBLIC HEARING ANNOUNCEMENT

Allocation Methodology in the Urban Programs

Currently, the TIB uses different allocation methodologies when distributing funds in its three urban programs.  Through surveys and customer outreach, the TIB staff has developed a standardized allocation methodology using population and functionally classified roadway miles.  In addition to standardizing the allocation methodology, the proposed WAC changes would allow the Board to adjust a region’s allocation by up to five percent to fully fund a project.  Every five years regional allocations will be reviewed to compensate for changes in project participation and prior fund series adjustments.  The following chart illustrates the effects of adopting the proposed allocation methodology:
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The financial effect of this change to TIB’s WAC rules was presented to the Board at the May 2004 meeting in Chelan.  After reviewing the proposed changes to TIB’s WAC rules, the Board directed the staff to begin the permanent rule adoption process.  A public hearing on this issue will be held by the Board at its September 2004 meeting in Grandview. TIB PROJECTS WIN APWA AWARDS
Two TIB projects were honored during the Washington State Chapter of the American Public Works Association National Public Works Week Luncheon in Seattle on Tuesday, May 18.  Both projects won awards in the “Project of the Year” category.  

· The City of Tukwila received the Project of the Year Award in the over $10 million category for 180th Street Grade Separation.  TIB provided $6.6 million toward the $22 million project.  This project also won the national award, which will be presented by APWA Congress in Atlanta in September. SMALL CITY ENGINEERING POLICY REVISION
Small City Program (SCP) projects usually cost less than $500,000, and Small City Pedestrian Safety & Mobility Program (SCPSMP) projects usually less than $100,000.  When the engineering costs are limited to 25 percent of contract cost, as in our urban programs, small cities have difficulty in negotiating a contract with a consultant.  To address this issue, the Board authorized the Director to approve exceptions to the twenty-five percent limit on a case-by-case basis.

Criteria for considering an exception include:  
1) Project complexity, 
2) Unanticipated conditions, and 
3) Unusually favorable bids.  
Amending the policy to address changes in contract cost will relieve small cities of additional financial burden caused by non-eligible engineering.
BOARD CHANGES

The following members are no longer eligible to sit on the Board:
· Dan DiGuilio has been with the TIB since 1995 and is term limited.  This position needs to be held by a representative from a rural or small transit system in an area with a population less than 200,000.  The Washington State Transit Association has been notified and will be nominating candidates to fill this position.

· Tom Ballard has accepted the position of Interim Deputy Director for Pierce County, and is no longer eligible to hold his position on the Board.  This position needs to be held by a County Engineer or Public Works Director.  The Washington State Association of Counties has been notified and will be nominating candidates to fill this position.

Mr. DiGuilio and Mr. Ballard’s last Board meeting was in Chelan on May 20-21 where each received a plaque for their commitment and dedication to transportation issues throughout the state, and to service on the Board.

· David Stahleim, Director of Planning for the City of Wenatchee, was appointed to the Board to replace Paul Roberts.  Mr. Stahleim’s term will begin on July 1, 2004.
