Legislative Update
Senate and House Transportation Committees Release Transportation Budgets

On April 4, 2005, the Senate Transportation Committee proposed a revenue bill (SB 6103) that would increase the state fuel tax by three cents in 2005 and two cents in 2006.  The Senate’s 05-07 Appropriation Bill (SB 6091) provides $5 million to the TIB in new law funding for the Urban Corridor Program, small city pavement preservation, and the Sidewalk Program.  In 07-09, the amount coming to TIB increases to $10 million a biennium.  The Senate’s proposal is consistent with priorities set by the Board in mid-2004 and again in March 2005. 

The House Transportation Committee released its revenue proposal and appropriation bill at a press conference on April 11, 2005.  The House proposal increases the fuel tax by three cents in 2005 and 2006. The Transportation Improvement Board receives $56 million under the House’s 16-year proposal. The House bill includes $2 million a biennium to fund the small city pavement and sidewalk account created in SSB 5775 (see below).  An additional $5 million per biennium is deposited in the Transportation Improvement Account for the construction of corridor projects. 

At the press conference, Representative Murray referred to the Governor’s plan to call a meeting of the legislative leaders to discuss the various revenue and appropriation proposals.  Once an agreement is reached between the House and Senate leadership, the transportation proposal will be taken to the full legislative membership for a vote.  

Small City and Town Streets (SSB 5775) - This bill reinstates the small city pavement preservation program, which was previously administered by WSDOT with TIB funds.  Prior to 2003 when the funding ran out, the small city pavement grant program provided a greatly needed financial resource to small cities and towns.  The bill recognizes that the state’s smallest communities are unable to fully maintain and preserve their street system.  Funding for the account is dependent on the outcome of the state’s transportation budget, and if implemented, would restart no later than summer 2006. Proposed Program Name Changes
Subject to budget adoption, the following programs will change names starting July 1, 2005.  The specific proposed changes are as follows:

Urban Programs:

· Transportation Partnership Program (TPP) to “Urban Corridor Program” (UCP) 

· Urban Pedestrian Safety & Mobility Program (PSMP) to “Urban Sidewalk Program”

Small City Programs:

· Small City Program (SCP) to “Small City Arterial Improvement Program”

· Small City Pedestrian Safety & Mobility Program (PSMP) to “Small City Sidewalk Program”

Priorities for Small City Program Expansion and Urban Corridor Program
At the March meeting, the Board decided to prioritize an approximate doubling of the annual investment in Small City programs under current law and in future legislative requests.  Doubling of small city funding equates to an annual funding level between $10 and $12 million. Under current law funding, the additional $5 million to $7.5 million would come from retiring debt service between 2006 and 2009.  

Additionally, the Board decided to:

· Add funding to increase the number of awarded Small City AIP Projects.  

· Expand maintenance programs through additional funding to restore direct pavement preservation grants to small cities.  

· Offer a Comprehensive Sidewalk Program by investing more extensively in sidewalks to establish high connectivity between generators of pedestrian traffic.  

· Place remaining resources from recovered debt service into additional Urban Arterial Improvement projects.

Board Removes Funding Caps
At the March 25 meeting held in Lacey, the Transportation Improvement Board approved the removal of the funding cap from the Small City program and the Small City and Urban Sidewalk programs beginning with the FY 2007 call for projects in June 2005.  The previous funding limit was:

· Small City AIP – $500,000

· Small City Sidewalk – $100,000

· Urban Sidewalk – $150,000.

In the absence of set project limits, projects will be scaled more efficiently and similar equilibrium in project size will occur as experienced in the urban programs.
